The Lone Star State is a giant of a state; proud of its 
achievements. It leads the nation in total productivity. 
It is the leading oil producer in the nation. More beef is 
produced in Texas than in any other state. It is still the 
nation’s largest cotton producer. Texas is a giant in the 
space industry, and is a major player in high technology. 
No state has a greater variety of reptiles, or a more diverse 
selection of flowers, than the great state of Texas. Fittingly, 
Texas also boasts the largest (gross square feet) of all the 
state capitol buildings, constructed of 15,000 carloads of 
pink granite.

Official Symbols represent the cultural heritage and natural 
treasures of each state or the entire United States. Each 
state and region is also recognized by well-known icons 
and emblems such as state flags and seals. Additionally, 
each state also accepts a set of other symbols, such as 
the state bird, flower, mammal, tree, etc. They tell us what 
makes each state special. Not all states have the same 
category of symbols, such as the Texas State Tartan and 
Domino Game. But all go through a similar state process 
that involves submissions, legislative acceptance, and 
governor’s signature.

So this year, we’re looking for your creativity! Take this 
list and send in pictures representing the symbols. Some 
of these will be “no-brainers”; others will require a little 
ingenuity. We welcome BOTH! And to help out a little, 

we’ve included website links for information 
about each state symbol (download this 

list from our website for live links). As with all 
Points Across Texas submissions – these photo 

submissions MUST have you and/or your bike in the 
photo to qualify. (Limit one picture for each symbol and 
must be a separate photo from any overlapping categories 
in this list and from any other category in the Points Across 
Texas “base” destination list.)

We are only 
accepting the list provided by the Texas 
State Library and Archives Commission 
(tsl.state.tx.us/ref/abouttx/symbols.html) 
updated January 9, 2012. Any updates to 
this list during 2012 will also qualify.
