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When you hear Panhandle Plains, you might think “plain.” But
you'd be far from the fact. Some “best kept secret” beautiful scenic
roads can be found in and around Snyder, home of the White
Buffalo BikeFest (WhiteBuffaloBikeFest.com). Also in the area are
many ghost towns, offering a version of “ghost hunting.” Here, we
offer just one of many options in the area. Check it out!

Highway 208 is a moderately curvy & scenic road that takes you
through the valley carved out by the Double Mountain Fork of the
Brazos River. Be sure to stop in Clairemont for a self-guided tour
of the old Kent County Jail. This site offers one of the first multi-
door locking/unlocking mechanisms.
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Leaving Snyder, take 25th Street/Texas 208 South to Highway
180 East

Take Ranch Road 1614 (left) to Hobbs
Pick up Ranch Road 611 (left) to Rotan
In Rotan, pick up Hwy 70 North (left)
Turn left onto Highway 380 to Clairemont

In Clairemont, pick up Highway 208 South, heading back to
Snyder

101 miles; About 2.5 hours
